MASSES FOR THE WEEK

My Dear Friends in Christ,

Usually when a king had a message to
give to his people, he would send out a
herald — someone whose message would
usually start “Hear Ye, Hear Ye...”. This
“heralding” would be followed by a proclamation or
edict for the people given by the king. This herald would
be a trusted person, one who could be assured to give the
message properly and with the appropriate amount of
gravity, depending on the message.

John the Baptist, the “cousin” (for lack of a better term)
of Jesus, was the herald of the Savior. It was John the
Baptist who first identified Jesus as the Messiah,
proclaiming to the people “behold, the Lamb of God who
takes away the sin of the world” (John 1:29). John’s
realizes that in this role he is a messenger, not the
message, and shows the proper humility in this role as he
states that “One mightier than I is coming after me. [ am
not worthy to stoop and loosen the thongs of His sandals.
I have baptized you with water; He will baptize you with
the Holy Spirit” (Mark 1:7-8). In his humility, John the
Baptist shows us how we are to carry ourselves. We are
called to be “heralds” of Christ, proclaiming Him as
Messiah. We do this work as ones having been baptized
in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. We do
this with confident humility, our confidence coming in
and through Christ and our humility coming through the
fact that we are not the Messiah. We may act in His
name, we may proclaim His presence, we may live in
His way, truth, and life...but we are not Him. We are
called, as we read in our 2™ Reading, to be ones
“conducting yourselves in holiness and devotion,
waiting for and hastening the coming of the day of

God” (2 Peter 3:11-12).

We know that the end of the world IS coming, but
because we do not know WHEN, we need to be ready at
a moment’s notice. We need to act at this very moment
as if the Lord is already here, for indeed He is. Jesus told
us that the Kingdom of God is around us, in our midst.
We must act as “Kingdom People”, living in this Advent
Season as ones preparing for the two-fold coming of the
Lord — the coming as the Christ Child at Christmas and
the coming as the King of Glory who will call us home
to Heaven. May we live in the “right now” and the “yet
to come” with a sense of eagerness and urgency. May we
welcome the Christ into our midst here and now so that
when He does come in glory, He may find us watchful...
waiting. ..ready!

The state legislature has extended the
session until January 5, 2021. Please
remind the members of the Joint Committee
on Judiciary that you oppose the expansion
of abortion in Massachusetts. Please call
the Committee at 617-722-2396 and let
them know you are opposed to H3320 and
S1209 - the ROE legislation. Every
telephone call helps!

Remember these bills would remove:

e The requirement that young girls obtain
consent before an abortion

e The requirement that efforts be made to
save a living baby who survives abortion

e The requirement that late term abortions
be performed in hospitals

e The bills would allow abortion on
demand for all nine months of pregnancy.

Advent Wreath

Question: What’s the story behind the Advent wreath?

FHE SECOND SUNDAY
IN ADVEN']

Answer:

Each season in the liturgical calendar comes with its own local and regional rituals. During

the Advent season, wreathes adorn church sanctuaries and family dining room tables. You
may have said Advent wreath prayers in childhood or taken a turn lighting the candles. The
Advent wreath is full of symbolism about Christ and his coming at Christmas. The wreath is
made of evergreen boughs, reminding us that the life of grace doesn’t falter with the changing
seasons. It always remains fresh and new. Similarly, a circular wreath reminds us of the

eternal, never-ending nature of God’s love.

PEACE |

Candles remind us that Christ is the light of the world, the One who “shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it.” We
use four candles to represent each week of Advent. Traditionally they come in the liturgical colors of the season. Purple has historically
represented penance and sacrifice. We see the same color for the season of Lent. On the third Sunday of Advent, however, we light a
rose color. The priest will wear rose vestments at Mass. This is Gaudete Sunday. Gaudete means “rejoice” in Latin. On the third Sunday
of Advent, we’re roughly halfway through the season. The Church chooses the midpoint to remind us to celebrate in the midst of our
anticipation! Whatever the color and whatever the day, the Advent wreath is a beautiful practice to focus our attention on Christ’s

coming at Christmas.
