Lenten Regulations 

Abstinence -- Catholics over 14 years of age are bound to the 

obligation of abstinence. Abstinence is to be observed on Ash 

Wednesday and on all Fridays of Lent. On days of absti-

nence, meat may not be used at all. 

Fast -- Catholics over 18 and up to the beginning of their 

60th year are bound to the obligation of fasting. Ash Wednes-

day and Good Friday are the days of fasting. On these days, 

only one full meal is allowed. Two other meatless meals, 

sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to 

each one’s needs, but together they should not equal another 

full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids, 

including milk and fruit juices are allowed. 

Regarding other weekdays of Lent, participation in daily 

Mass and the voluntary observance of fasting is recommend-

ed. 

Almsgiving -- Commendable, particularly during Lent, is 

generosity to local, national and world programs of sharing 

our abundance, the traditional Lenten Devotions and all the 

self-denial summed up in the Christian concept of 

“mortification.”

My Dear Friends in Christ, 

 

I love going to the movies; it’s one of 

my great “passions”. I especially enjoy getting there in 

time for the “coming attractions”, the previews of movies 

that will be released. It is there that I begin to “pick and 

choose” what movies I’m going to see and what ones I’m 

going to avoid. It is in today’s gospel that we have a 

“preview” of something to come, something to which we 

can look forward. 

 

In today’s gospel, the Transfiguration is “front and center”. 

This moment in salvation history is seen by Peter, James 

and John, and is “seen” by those of us who have “eyes” (in 

the spiritual sense) to see. When this moment happens, the 

three disciples who are with Jesus are not seeing things 

clearly. This is understandable due to the fact that they (nor 

anyone else) had never seen anything like this, nor had 

anyone else. They were fearful and confused, but in some 

sense they trusted that Lord had their best interest at heart; 

He had never led them astray, and wasn’t about to here. 

They fell silent because no words could convey the power 

of that moment. 

 

Lent is for us a time of reflection. Lent for us is a time of 

conversion. Today’s gospel is, for all who have eyes to see 

and ears to hear, a moment of reflection and conversion as 

well. We reflect on the fact that in this moment of the 

Transfiguration, Jesus shows to us not only who it is He 

will become, but also who it is that we will become. When 

we believe in the power and presence of Jesus, we 

ourselves are “transfigured” – made anew as new creations 

of God’s love and power; this must be for us a moment of 

reflection and conversion. We reflect on the love which 

Jesus has for us in showing us the way to the Kingdom. 

We are converted in the sense that it is a moment of 

renewal for us in being shown who it is that we will 

become. 

 

May we use this moment of reflection and conversion to 

deepen our commitment to Christ and His Church. May we 

come to see Jesus for who He is for us. May we come to 

believe that in the transfigured Christ, we have our hope 

and salvation. May this Lenten Season be a time of 

reflection and conversion, so that when Easter comes, 

Jesus may find us watching, waiting and ready to welcome 

Him anew.
