Dear Friends,

I want to thank you for your attention to Cardinal Sean’s message last week and for your generosity to the second collection.  Hopefully, this program will help many Catholics who have left the Church to come home.  Please take one of the pew cards home with you as I think that you will find it helpful. 

There are many questions regarding sponsors for Baptism and Confirmation that are being asked lately and I thought that I would try to answer some of the frequently asked questions.  To be a sponsor for Baptism or Confirmation, you need to be a weekly communicant.  Of course, there are times when attending Mass is not possible, but your pattern of church attendance should be weekly. The sponsor should to be a registered member of a parish and a sponsor form needs to be filled out by the sponsor’s pastor. The intended sponsor must be a confirmed Catholic.  If the sponsor is married, they need to have been married in the Church by a priest or deacon.  Only one sponsor is needed for Baptism and only one is permitted for Confirmation.  But, if two sponsors are requested for Baptism, one must be a man and the other a woman--thus the phrase, “God Mother” and “God Father”.   One sponsor can be a baptized non-Catholic Christian, i.e., a Protestant Christian such as a Baptist, etc.  This is known as a Christian witness so the witness must be a Christian.   I hope that this information is helpful.
