Dear Friends,
Our Lenten journey will begin on March 9th, Ash Wednesday, and will continue for 40 days; a little over one month to discover the many ways that you can deepen your spiritual life during the days that are before us. 

Let me offer you a few suggestions:

First, try to get to Mass as often as possible.  Mass is offered at St. Thomas Aquinas in Bridgewater at 7:00 and 9:00 each morning.  I will be celebrating Mass on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday evenings at 6:30 in our chapel.  On Monday evenings, we will have Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament at 6:00 pm followed by the Chaplet of Divine Mercy at 6:30. The chaplet has become a very popular devotion during the past few years and is a wonderful way to experience God’s mercy that He so freely wishes to extend to all of us.  Come for all or part of the 30 minute period of adoration or come just for the Chaplet at 6:30. Tuesday evenings Jane Gilbride will be conducting a program called “Lenten Longings” which focuses on the readings of the six Sundays of Lent. This program begins at 7:30 each Tuesday evening and meets in the Chapel.
Second, try to get to Confession before Easter.  It is not an easy sacrament for any of us to receive.   I know it is not easy for me but I know it is a sacrament that I need to celebrate from time to time.  Lent is the perfect time.   The Sacrament of Penance will be offered each Wednesday - Friday during Lent from 7:00-7:30 in the evening (following the 6:30 Masses in the Chapel). It is a wonderful opportunity to begin anew your journey in faith this Lent.
