From our Pastor:
Dear Friends,

Here is a bit of history of All Saints Day, which is celebrated on the first of November. It is instituted to honor all the saints, known and unknown, and to supply any deficiencies in the faithful’s celebration of saints’ feasts during the year. 

In the early days, the Christians were accustomed to solemnize the anniversary of each martyr’s death for Christ. Frequently, groups of martyrs suffered on the same day, which led to a joint commemoration. In the persecution of Diocletian the number of martyrs became so great that a separate day could not be assigned to each. But the Church, feeling that every martyr should be venerated, appointed a common day for all. At first, only martyrs and St. John the Baptist were honored by a special day. Other saints were added gradually, and increased in number when a regular process of canonization was established. Gregory III (731-741) consecrated a chapel in the Basilica of St. Peter to all the saints and fixed the anniversary for 1 November.
