Dear Friends,
 Our Lenten journey has begun.  The Masses on Ash Wednesday were packed and the large number of people was certainly an inspiration.  I would encourage everyone to take advantage of the various Lenten devotions that we have at St. John’s.  The Chaplet of Divine Mercy with Adoration and Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament is celebrated every Monday beginning at 6:00 pm.  Mass is celebrated every Wednesday, Thursday and Friday at 6:30 in the evening.  Confessions are heard on Wednesday from 7:00-7:30.  For those who like an early start to the day, Mass is held at St. Thomas at 7:00 and 9:00 on Monday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday mornings. 

After a delay of three years due to the economy, the parish is going to move forward with the reconfiguration of the church, namely to return the sanctuary to the area where the musicians are presently. The entire parish got a chance to vote on March 9 2008 and 471 people voted yes and 76 voted no. 93% voted yes and 7% voted no.  A feasibility study is the first step to determine how much money we are able to raise.  Three fundraising companies will be asked to give a presentation regarding this study. This renovation should include not only the relocation of the sanctuary but also, the painting, carpeting and air conditioning of the church and hall and the installation of sound proof retractable walls in the hall, as well.  The renovation will increase our seating capacity by 150 seats.  Obviously, much more information will follow.
